· Click on Save
· File Download window appears: click on Save button

· In Save As dialog box you can change the filename or leave it as download.dat. (MSWord opens .dat files) and then save to hard drive or floppy.

Open EndNote Library

· Click on File, Import
At Import box:

· Import Data File box, click Choose file and look for the download.dat file

Search the database and mark records that are of interest,  then click on View Marked List

At View Marked List screen:

· Scroll down to the E-Mail Delivery box
· Restrict contents to Citation, do not choose Full Article

· Type your email address in box and then click Submit E-Mail Request button

· Find the email containing the citations
· Open it, then create a .txt file by cutting and pasting the citations into a new Notepad document
