THYE FATAL COLLISION IN THE
CHANNZEL.
p— +—_

TO THE EDITOR OF THE TIMES.

Sir,~—Perhaps you will kindly allow me to supplement
end complete my letter of the 23d by referring to the
evidence of the master and the pilot of the Brenda (Y), as
given in The T'imes of the 24th. They depose to sceing
the red light of the Dolphin (X), as they thought, =
little on tho port bow. What I ind I had written as the
caution in such a case in continuance of my remark as to
the tendency of green to change to zed when apparently
e little on the starboard bow was:—* And red nearly
ahead has mnearly an equal tendency to change to green,

while yet or the otherwise safe bow.”” Therefors both |

master and pilot of the Brenda might, with proper teach-
ing, have expected the change which took place. They
saw red change to green, and no doubt saw * all three
lights ** nearly ahead, showing that each ship was ¢ nearly
end on ”” to the other. Then came the paraphrased law
which is in every seaman’s mind :—

““ When all thres lights I see nhead

board ;’” tho order given by tho law probably, the advico
given by the rhymes certainly, was ** hard a-port.”
Hence the collision. The master tells us he was so satise
fied about the law that ‘“ he expected the Dolphin to port
ber belm and open her red light.” Bat, as the Dolphin has
told us herself, she never got any signal to port until it
was too late.

There is,unfortunately,nothingout of the ordinary course
in this collision. The lights are by law ordered to be
accurately fitted, but by paraphrase great inaccuraoy is
uoi only allowed, but recommended. 'There is no authori-
tative caution anywhere that it is dangerous to port the
kelm to a red light or to starboard it to a green light
when nearly ahsad, although naturally this must always
be so ; and the danger is increased by the law of port
helm and the faulty fitting of the lights. And then
faulty Inw so much interferes that, when an experienced
pilot like the man in the Brenda gets a clear signal to
put his helm hard a-starboard, his zense of his legal
responsibilities makes him put it hard a-port., In doing
this all tho glesses are in his favour, and though I do not
know a single decision of the Courts against him, I know
of one exactly directing him to doas he did. This was
the case of the Amazon, where the Judge of the Admiralty
Court held that when & ship saw green ‘¢ added to red *’
nearly ahead of her it was her duty to obey the law and
to poct her helm. This decision wrs confirmed by the

Sir,—IX have to-lay seen in T'he Times of September 23 a
letter in which it is stated that Mr. Montegue Guest had
occaston to visit the town of Portsmouth, and that during
such visit he entered a silversmith’s shop and there ** came
eeross o most magnificent service of Queen Anne Com-
munion plate, all engraved with Queen Anne’s arms and
having a tine stamp of the year 1709,

But Mr. Guest not only ** came across” the flagous,
chalices, patens, and alms-plate, but he made inquiry
about them, and *¢ was informed that they were presented
by Queen Anme to the garison church, and had for yearg
been in the hands of 2 banker at Portsmouth.”

The 1nquiry was natural and the information so far true
pud interesting ; but tho informant went on to say that

the service ** had been forgotten, so much so that new
Communion piate had been got for the church,” in other
words public property of great value had been neglected
aud lost 3 public ofticers had been grossly careless and
_tguobly deceitful ; new Coramunion plate had been quietly
bought and nothing whatever said about the disappearanceo
of Queen Anno’s noble gift.

This was more than Mr. Guest could quietly tolerate.
Moved by u spirit of holy indignation, he writes down * &
few remarks ” and comes to the couclusion that *¢ you
would be doing a service '’ not only to the present genera-
tion but ** to pousterity " if you would insert them in your
columuns,

"* May he that means well fare well ”” is o good proverb ;
‘so far,then, 1 would gladly say ** fare well ” to Mr. Guest,
but before doing so it is only right that he and your
readers should know that the garrison church Communion
plate was never lost, that it was placed in Messrs. Grant
aud Co.’s bank by me, acting under the clearest and fullest
instructions, and that uo new plate was ever obtained
because the ofd service had disappeared.

The truth is as follows :—It had always been the custom
for a party of soldiers to take the plate chestwhen required
frowm the Governor’s house to the garrison church and after
divine service safely to return it. The vessels, I nmay
observe, were found inconveniently large. During the
restoration of the ** Domus Dei ™" & friend of mine pre-
sented for a memorial a beautiful set of Communion plate,
which was at once taken into use. It was now determined
that the old plate ought not to remain in one of the offices
attached to the General’s house, and I was therefore re-
quested to ask Messrs. Grant and Co. to place it in their
iron roont, f{rom which it could be easily obtained when
required for any great occasion. Everything was done
wisely and carefuily, and right glad am Ito find that so
beautiful an ecelestastical relic will be exhibited at the
coming Churca Congress.

May I be allowed
to say that opinion is divided in that body, and it is
believed that an overpowering majority are averse to com-
pulsion? The growing disbelief in vaccine statistics is
taking root among our local governors, and the anti-
vaccinators will soon occupy a position on the Town
Council and the Board of Guardians corresponding to
their numbers in the borough. The statement that they
ar¢ a small and noisy minority is a mere vaccinal statistic,
for the latest official half-yearly roport (July to December,
1834) gives 2,404 births and only 58S vaccinations.

Bub if we accept the statement thet the Town Conn-
cillors are not opposed to vaccination, the vaccinating
magnates are assuredly not entitled to blame the anti-
vaccinators for permitting the prevalence of an infantile
diarrheea arising mainly from a system of sewerage they
have constantly denounced as defective, and whose con-

| struction and control has continuously been in the hands

of their vaccinating opponents. Qur sewage defects have
long been known to the authorities,and the anti-vaccinators
heve, for 30 years and more, persistertly maintained in
the local Press that the only reliable safeguard acainst
endemic and epidemic disease is municipal cleanlinesss
In the sense of protection against sewer and cesspool gases
and against polluted water supply. The effect pro-
duced on the leaders of public opinion by this teaching is
50 marked that the partisans of vaccination have been
compelled to recede from their original dogma that over

-smallpox sanitation has no power; yet they still retain the

old division into vaccinated and non-vaccinated, jnstead
of accepting the more useful division into vaccinators
and anti-vaccinators, orthe still more practicel division
into residents in clesnly and in uncleanly districts.
Members of the Congress may take credit to themselves
for noble daring in visiting the Darenth camp or the
* slimbering voleano * of Leicestor ; bat, if vaccination be
o satisfactory protection, it is difieult to assigq a reason-
able ground for the eager anxiety to force their theoretical
benefit on a population of recusants whom they evidently
re with feelings incompatible with those usazlly
ascribed to the unselfish bestowers of g blessing. It
surely might have beea anticipated that on suchap ex-
ceptional occastorn, and in the midst of arapidly-increasing
number of fearless inquirers, the leading aricles of the
vaccine creed 2s now keld would be elearly exnlained.
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A mere assumption of infallibility, coupled with dire
threats of the coming judgment and its *rude awaken-
ing,”” seems hardly eqnal to the occasion, while the state-
ment of the president that *‘ an unvaccinated population
would be 2 very different thing from the present Leicestey
population, for the most part alteady vaccinated,” would
appear 10 sacrifice the re-vaccination theory, for the
Imperial Vaccine Commission of Berlin last October
declared the average duration of protection to be ten
years, and there can be very little doubt among the pro-
{ession that a large majority of the vaccinated in
Leicester have lost or are losing their presumed safeguard
by the lapse of time. For the disrepute into which the
Jennerian operation has been brought by public dis
cussivn has not merely created a mass of unbelievers in
the horough ; it has also brought re-vaccination into dis.
credit among the greater portion of those who still accept
the operation for their children.

Possibly the Congress will take the presont opportunity
of studying tho objections to vaccination which have ob.
tained such an extensive hold upon the artisan classes,
First, there is the mystery which overhangs vaccine
lymph. What isit? Professor de Chaumont says ‘* the
mere passing from person to person may to some extent
attenuate a virus.’”” In this event the anti-vaccinators
reply that the vaccine virus (whatever it be) mey also be
attenuated and disappear by being passed through healthy
children ; but they also hold that it may recuperate itself

| with unexpected vigour and new possibilities by passing

through unhealthy subjects. Secondly, there is tha un-
cerfainty of the duration of the protection, represented by
some authorities as seven and by others as ten years on
the average; but, if the protection be u gradually declining
one, it is surely not worth the risks with which it is in-
extricably interwoven. A third objection has reference to
these risks, which lie at the rcot of the controversy,
although they seem to have been passed over in silence by
the Congress. What they are may be to some extent
shown by an authority which the vaccine party will hardly

.venture o impeach~the memorandum of the Imperial

Board of Health of Germany addressed to the Vaccine
Cominission &t Berlin. e there read that the medical
statement that ¢ no well-proved facts betoken an injurious
effect of vaccination upon health > (which assertion
formed one of the bases of the vaccine law of 1874) can no
longer be upheld. < Nt only vaccine-syphilis,”’ says this
State document, ** but vaccine-erysipelas is, as all must

confess, by no means uncommon ; the possibility of con- |

veying scrofuls cannot be contested, and scrofula is so
prevalent in our large towns that it is becoming diffienlt
to find children in sufficient numbers from whom it would
be safe to take lymph for the vaccination of others.”

1% will be surprising if the Leicester Congress makes no
allusion whatever tothe important conclusion at which
Prince Bismarck’s Commission arrived, in their recom-
mendation that the arm-to-arm system be withdrawn, on
account of the impossibility of securing exemption from
the possible conveyance of other diseases.

THE BENGAL TENANCY 407T.

TO THE EDITOR OF THE TIMES.

Sir,—The exceedingly able letter on the Bengal Tenancy
Act that appears in The T'imes of to-day, from an ‘¢ occa-
sional correspondent > in Calcutta, states the arguments
for the immediate enforcement of the Act with an air of
impartiality that may mislead the British publie, if it be
allowed to pass without a protest from those who have
opposed the Act. I therefore venture to ask you to allow
mo to say that there is hardly a single statement of posi-
tive fact or opinion in the whole letter that is not direcily
challenged by those persons—including nearly the whole
native populstion of Bengal, so far as their opinion has
been heard—who are opposed to the Act, and who only ask
for = full, public, and impartial inquiry (not a hole-and-
corner affair such as we have been mocked with) into the
circumstances of the case. I cannot presume to expect 7he
T'imes to ullow me more of its valuable space than may
enable me to note one or two points.

1. It is stated that ‘¢ the zemindars > (landlords) have
petitioned against the Act. Quite true. They have ex-
hausted every constitutional form of opposition, theig
every objection has been silenced or superciliously out-
voted by the official majority, and they are now smarting
under the sharpest sense of that most cruel form of in-
justice that will not even give a hearing to the oppressed.
But your correspondent says not one word of the ryots
(tenants) who have equally petitioned against the Act, who
bhave met in their thousands to protest against its mis-
chievous provisions, and who have far more reason than
the landlords have for objecting to a measure that puts
landlords. and.tenants alike at the mercy of the officials of

1 a despotic Government in every petty detail of their busi-

ness affairs.

2. Your correspondent implies that the opponents of the
Act are silent because thev are willing *f to give it a fair
trial”’—that is, to see how much misery and anarchy it
will produce before their paternal Government may find

it necessary again to intervene. ThisI deny. The agri-
cultural population of Bengal, tenants, landlords,and even

those middlemen who will alone derive any shadow of ad-
vantage from the Acy, have done, and are doing, cvery-

thing in their power to show their detestation of the
measure. But they are for the present helpless. Lord
Kimbericy signed the despateh, leaving the Act to its
operation, long after his Government had resigned, and
only a few hours before the actual giving up of the seals

of office. By this coup de main his lordship obviously
rendered it absolutely impossible for the new Govern-

ment to do anything but that which Lord Randolph
Churchill announced in Parliament their intention of
doing~—*‘ giving the Acta fair trial ;”’ so that, clearly,
further remonstrance in England would be merely beat-
ing the air just now. But in Bengal the unhappy native
community have been, and still are, urgently implorin
the mercy of the Government, to suspend the operation o
the Actat least until the end of the agricultural year,
The Maharajah Sir Jotindro Mohun Tagore, X.0.8.1., late
member of the Vieeroy’s Legislative Council, telegraphs
me that the recent floods have totally destroyed the crops
over & vast extent of territory. This Act prescribes
altogether new methods of keeping zemindari accounts,
and generally of corrying on the business of o farmer ; and
if the confusion and loss occasioned by its operation be
added totheruin caused by the floods, there is every
probability of wholesale starvation in the proyince.

3. The most amazing assertion in the letter of your cor-
respondent is that ‘¢ 1t is hoped ! that one of the results
of the Act will be to ““ at once diminish the resort to the
Courts,” I take leave most respectfully to say that no
responsible officer of the Bengal Governmenf, much as
many of them lore this Act, would venture to say this.
It has been universally admitted that the Act, whatever its

other results, 18 certain to flood the Courts with litiga- |

tion ; indeed, if I mistake not, proposals have been made
for the increast of the judicial statf, and for the creation
of some nice snug appeintments, specially for the purpose
of enabling the Courts to deal with the vastly-increased
mass of business that will be thrown on them by the Act.
4. Your correspondent, because he wishes to see ¢ free
sale of occupancy-rights ”’ introduced info Bengal—the
only point in which the Bengal land legisiation has fallen
short of the Irish Land Acts—very properly points out the
deplorable results that will certainly ensue from the
encouragement of sub-letting that is a main feature of the
Act. He very naively, and with perfect trnth, says:—
‘“ Now, sub-letting produces middlemen, and every middle-

man introduced between the proprietor at the top and the

actual cultivator. of the soil at the botitom is an un-
productive unit, to be supported by the productive labour
of the Iafter.”” Of course. We, the oannsmts of the Act,
have over and over agzain implored the Government of
India to recognize that this consideration alone is sufficient
to show that the Act will prove disastrous—as the Aaha-
rajabh of Durbungha observed in Conncil on the oceasion of
its passing—to every class in Bengal, save only to the
lawyers and the money-lenders. But wonld your corre-
spondent’s panaces, free sale of occupaney-rights, have any
other result ¥ Does he suppose that the tepants would
not, in almost every case, promptly sell their rights? And
to whom ? Of course, to the nearest money-lender.

Mr.Baylisprose-
cuted on behelf of the Commissioners of Sewers. The facts of
the case having been proved, the defendant said that he
dressed the sheep ; he did not think it wasbad. The
Alderman said the defendant must pey a fine of £10 angd
three guineas costs, or undergo a month’s imprisonment.

At BOW-STREET, before Mr. Vaughan, JOEN ABRATANS
was charged under the Bankruptcy Act with leaving
England within four months of hisadjudication with money

in the cells at Sonthwark Police-station, where he was in
custody on another charge, he stated that he broke into
the shop and stole two pairs of boots, 2 coat, apd hat,
which he sold to strangers in the street. The prosecutor
said that at 20 minutes to G onthe morning of the 18th
inst. he was awoke by somo men, who informed him that
his window was smashed. He got up and fonnd the side

late-glass window broken. He missed his coat and hat

om the back of the shop. Sergeant George produced a
hat, which was found in the window, and said the prisoner
had elaimed it. He arrested the prisoner on Saturday
aiter he was discharged at Sonthwark Police-court for -
drunkenness. The prisoner was wearing two coats, one of
which was identified by the prosecntor. The prisoner had
been in prison, and he said he wished to return to it, as he
thought it was the best place he conld find. He also
said he committed the burg through wani. JMr. Paget
committed him for trial.

At HANMMERSMITH, Mr, WiIL1iayr SEAMAN, a2 surveyor,
Iiving in Orisll-road, West Kensington, was brooght up on
o warrsnt, charged with unlawfully driving a tricycle on
the footway. Summonses were originally issned against
the defendant, but as he did nmot appear a warrant wes
1ssued for his arrest. The evidence of Police-constable
Cooper went to show that the defendant wheelsd the
tricycle on the footway in High-street, Kensington. The
defendant said he never received the summonses. He then
explained that he went on the footway with the tricycls
because the road was blocked up. The constable, in reply
to the magisirate, gaid the road was blocked up, but the

that should have been divided among his creditors. Mr.
Vaughan Williams prosecuted ; and Mr., Forrest Fulton
defended. Evidence having been given that the prisoner
bad received £987 17s.

At WESTMINSTER there were no less than 49 School

Mr. Richards, the
assistant clerk, observed that a large proportion of the
defendants resided close to the Hammersmith Police-court.
1t was a constant complaint of the poor persons that they
had to walk many miles to answer s summons. M.
D’Eyncourt thought it was too bad, and a bhardship that
ought to be remedied. He wished a fair proportion of the
cases could be taken at Hammersmith. Mr. W. H. Ware,
superintendent of visitors of the Chelsea division of the
School Board, saild it was quite recogznized thet there was
& hardship. There was only & half-day Court at Homumer-
smith, and the authorities there professed to be unable to
take School Board cases. The largest number of summonses
the clerk would issue was 10 a week. Vince, the warrant
officor, said that in all weather, people, chiefly women and
children, were obliged to trudge from Willesden, Kensal-
green, North Xensington, and Hammersmith to that
court. Frequently the distance was 10 miles there and back.
There were several defendants then present who lived
within 100 yards of Hammersmith Police-court. M,
D’Eyncourt.—It is very hard on the poor people, and X will
see 1f anything can be doxe.

At WORSHIP-STREET, two rough-looking young mens
named K1xG and JoHNSON, living in Spitalfields, were
charged with attempted robberies from vehicles. Sergeant
Sage stated that on Saturday morning he was on duty at
Holywell-lane, Shoreditch, in company with another
ofhicer, when he saw four men follow a truck laden with
parcels. The two prisoners seemed to be carefully
examining the arbticleson the truck. The truck was
followed 0 Bethnal-green-road, where the constables loss
sight of it.

The other men also got away,
and were not again seen untll they were zrrested ona
similar charge and brought to QOld-street station. The
evidence as to the second charge of attempted robbery was
of the same nature as_ that given above. It was stated
fhat the priscners were known to_the police, one of them
having been sentenced to imprisonment for assaulting
consizbles. ' Mr. Partridge sentenced each prisoner to
three months’ imprisonment, with hard Iabour.

t CLEREENWELL, FRANCIS DEWING, 4], iraveller, of
Fairbridge-road, Upper Holloway, was charged, on remand,
with having obtained, by means of the use 'of worthless
cheques, divers sums of money of varicus prosecutors. Mr.
VWilliam Bryce, of Holloway-reed, deposed that in May of
the present year the prisoner was & customer of his, In

traffic was diverted through t{he adjoining strests. The
defendant said he had no idea thatit was illegzl to push a
tricycle on the footway. NMr. Paget romsrked that the
defendant must be aware that he ought to have gone round
with the tricycle in the same way as other vehiclas, The

defendant was fined 2s. 6d., with 4s. costs.

At the WEST MALLING Police-court, JoEx MOREN,
suctioneer, Malling, GEORGE EDMED, THOMAS CLIFFORD,
James RoBmsoN, and JoHN PRESNRL, labourers, were
summoned for ill-treating a mare at Wost Malling on the
10th of August. The ewmdenco for the prosecution went to
show that on the day In question the defendantis were in
an orchard belonging to EXdmed’s father at East Peckham,
with 2 horse and cart belonging to Moren. The snimal was
a jibber, and in order to make the horse go the defendant
Edmed procured first some straw and then some hay,
which he placed beneath the horse and set fire to. The
result was that the animal’s body was singed and its legs
blistered. The bench convicted Moren snd Edmed, and
fined the former £2 and costs, and the latter £1 and costs,
The eharges against the other defendants were dismissed.
